EREAMBLE AS PART OF THE Cor&srrrurm@

One of the controversies about the Preamble 1s as to whether 1t 1s a part of the
Constitution or not,

In the Berubari Umon'® case (1960), the Supreme Court said that the
Preamble shows the general purposes behind the several provisions in the
Constitution, and 1s thus a key to the minds of the makers of the Constitution.
Further, where the terms used in any article are ambiguous or capable of
more than one meaning, some assistance at interpretation may be taken from
the objectives enshrined in the Preamble. Despite this recognition of the
significance of the Preamble, the Supreme Court specifically opined that
Preamble 1s nor a part of the Constitution.
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In the Kesavananda Bharan case'” (1973), the Supreme Court rejected the
earlier opinion and held that Preamble /s a part of the Constitution. It
observed that the Preamble 1s of extreme importance and the Constitution
should be read and interpreted in the light of the grand and noble vision
expressed in the Preamble. In the /¢ of India case'® (1995) also, the
Supreme Court again held that the Preamble i1s an integral part of the
Constitution.
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AMENDABILITY OF THE PREAMBLE

The question as to whether the Preamble can be amended under Article 368
of the Constitution arose for the first time in the historic case of Aesavananda
Bharat (1973), It was urged that the Preamble cannot be amended as it 15 not
a part of the Constitution. The petitioner contended that the amending power
in Article 368 cannot be used to destroy or damage the basic elements or the
fundamental features of the Constitution, which are enshrined in the
Preamble.

The integration of princely states with the rest of India has purely an ad hoc 2 \
arrangement.

June 1948, the Government of India appointed the Linguistic Provinces
Commussion under the chairmanship of S K Dhar to examine the feasibility
of this. The commission submitted its report in December 1948 and
recommended the reorganisation of states on the basis of adminmistrative
convenience rather than linguistic factor. This created much resentment and
led to the appointment of another Lingustic Provinces Committee by the
Congress in December 1948 itself to examine the whole question afresh It
consisted of Jawaharlal Nehru, Vallahbhai Patel and Panabhl Sitaramayya

and hence, was popularly l».nown as JVP Committee® It submitted its report
in April 1949 and formally rejected language as the basis for reorganisation
of states

The creation of Andhra state intensified the demand from other regions for
creation of states on linguistic basis. This forced the Government of India to
appoint (in  December 1953) a three-member States Reorganmisation
Commission under the chairmanship of Fazl Al to re-examine the whole
question. Its other two members were K M Panikkar and H N Kunzru It
submuitted 1ts report in September 1955 and broadly accepted language as the
basis of reorganisation of states. But, 1t rejected the theory of ‘one language-
one state’. Its view was that the unity of India should be regarded as the
primary consideration in any redrawing of the country’s political units. It
identified four major factors that can be taken into account in any scheme of
reorganisation of states:
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2A.

Admission or establishment of new states
Sikkim to be associated with the Union—(Repealed)
Formation of new states and alteration of areas, boundaries or

names of existing states
