The U.S. President has signed an executive order (EO)

pausing new H-1B visas effective June 24, 2020 through
the end of the year.

H4 visas: H-1B visas, L visas, H-2B visas, J visas

-
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* H-1B visa is required to work in a specialty occupation.
Requires a higher education degree or its equivalent.

* Includes fashion models of distinguished merit and
ability and government-to-government research and
development, or co-production projects administered
by the Department of Defence.
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* L1 visas allow companies to transfer highly skilled
workers to US for a period of up to seven years.

* H-2B visas allow food and agricultural workers to seek
employment in the US.
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* Indians had applied for as many as 1.84 lakh ok 67 per
cent of the total H-1B work visas for the current
financial year ending March 2021.

* This could result in a significant impact on margins and
worker wages of Indian IT companies which send
thousands of low-cost employees to work on client
sites in the US.
