Israel’s aim to annex parts of
the occupied West Bank was
clearly “illegal”, the UN’s
human rights chief said on
Monday, warning that the
consequences could be “dis-
astrous”. Just days before Is-
rael intends to kick-start
plans to annex its West Bank
settlements and the Jordan
Valley, Michelle Bachelet ad-
ded her voice to the chorus
urging Prime Minister Ben-
jamin Netanyahu to drop
the proposal.

“Annexation is illegal. Pe-
riod,” the United Nations
High Commissioner for Hu-
man Rights said in a state-
ment.
