Photo, 115 posts removed fronmy Weibo

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi’'s official page on Chi-
nese social media website
Weibo went blank on Wed-
nesday, with the removal of
his photograph and all 115
posts made over the past
five years.

Mr. Modi initiated the
process of exiting Weibo fol-
lowing the Union govern-
ment’s decision to ban 59
Chinese apps. The govern-
ment on Monday decided to
impose the ban on the apps,
including Weibo, citing
threats to data security and
India’s sovereignty.

This marks a sudden end
to Mr. Modi’s “Weibo diplo-
macy” that was launched
with fanfare in 2015 as a
means to directly communi-
cate with the people of Chi-
na before his first visit there
as Prime Minister. His first
message said, “Hello China!
Looking forward to interact-
ing with Chinese f{riends
through Weibo.” Mr. Modi
had 2.44 lakh followers.

On Tuesday, Mr. Modi’s
photograph was removed
from his official page, and
only two posts of the 115 he
posted over the past five
years remained.

Both had photographs of
Mr. Modi with Chinese Pre-

It took two days for the
last posts to be removed. Ac-
cording to government offi-
cials handling the matter,
the procedure to exit Weibo
was “complex” for official
and verified accounts and
an official process was in-
itiated. The officials said the
process was delayed *“for
reasons best known” to the
Chinese side.

“Prime Minister Modi
had 115 posts on Weibo. It
was decided to manually de-
lete them and after much ef-
fort, 113 posts were re-
moved,” said a source.

“There were two posts
left and these are posts with
photos of President Xi. On
Weibo, it is difficult to re-
move posts with the photo
of the Chinese President.
Which is why two posts still
remained,” said a source.

Gallantry award-winning police

A 49-year-old police inspec-
tor posted with the Special
Cell has died due to CO-
VID-19 at a private hospital in
south Delhi, the police said
on Wednesday.

Inspector Sanjeev Kumar
Yadav was on ventilator sup-
port since his condition was
critical and passed away in
the early hours of Wednes-
day at Max Hospital in Saket,
they said. He had com-
plained of fever and breath-
lessness following which he
was tested for the virus.
When his result came as pos-
itive, he was admitted to Max
Hospital around 15 days ago,
the police said. He also un-
derwent plasma therapy, a
senior police officer said.

During his tenure as inspec-
tor with the Special Cell, Mr.

However, owing to his
courage, intelligence and
professionalism, the officer
ensured that all his team
members remained safe
while the criminals were ap-
prehended, the police said in
a statement. Mr. Yadav was
also a recipient of 25 com-
mendation rolls, 13 commen-
dation certificates and 26
commendation cards issued
by Delhi Police.

The last rites of Mr. Yadav
were held with State ho-
nours at the Sarai Kale Khan

crematorium. He hailed
from Jhunjhunu district in
Rajasthan and is survived by
his wife and two children. .
