European leaders on Tues-
day agreed on a massive aid
package for their pandemic-
ravaged economies, as U.S.
President Donald Trump fi-
nally came out in favour of
face masks as a tool against
the novel coronavirus.

The virus has infected
more than 14.7 million peo-
ple and killed over 6,10,000
of them since emerging in
China late last year, with
fresh alarm being sounded
over its accelerating spread
in Africa.

After a fractious, 90-hour
summit, European leaders fi-
nally agreed on a rescue
package of €750 billion ($858
billion) to try and pull their
bloc out of a deep recession.
The pandemic has devastat-
ed the global economy.

“This is a historic change
for Europe,” said French Pre-
sident Emmanuel Macron,
while German Chancellor
Angela Merkel expressed re-
lief that the EU had, in her
eyes, shown itself equal to
“the greatest crisis” in its
history.

The talks saw strong resis-
tance from some nations
against sending money to
countries they considered
too lax with public spending.
