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Composition of The Constituent Assembly:

The Constituent Assembly was constituted in
November 1946 under the scheme formulated
by the Cabinet Mission Plan. The features of the
scheme were:

The total strength of the Constituent Assembly
was to be 389,0f these, 296 seats were to be
allotted to British India and 93 seats to the

Princely States.

Out of 296 seats allotted to the British India,
292 members were to be drawn from the eleven
governors’ provinces and four from the four
chief commissioners’ provinces3, one from
each.
