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JALLIANWALA  BAGH   MASSACRE( 1919)

On 13th April 1919 a huge crowd had assembled in 
Jallianwala Bagh Amritsar to protest peacefully 
against arrest of  two prominent leaders Saifuddin 
Kitchlew and Satyapal.

British officer Michael O’Dyer gave orders of  firing 
without warning,379 people were killed.
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Government constituted a eight (8) members committee 

including three (3) Indians, known as Hunter 

Commission.

Congress  also formed a committee over, the massacre 

under the leadership of  Madan Mohan Malviya.

Against this  massacre  Rabindranath Tagore abandoned  

the title of  Knighthood given by  British Government.
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
