Appointment of the Prime Minister

The Constitution does not contain any specific procedure
for the selection and appointment of the Prime Minister.
Article 75 says only that the Prime Minister shall be

appomted by the president.
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In accordance with the conventions of the parliamentary
system of government, the President has to appoint the
leader of the majority party in the Lok Sabha as the Prime

Minister.

The fundamental principle underlying the working of

parliamentary system of government is the principle of
collective responsibility.

Article 75 clearly states that the council of ministers is
collectively responsible to the Lok Sabha.
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This means that all the ministers own joint responsibility to
the Lok Sabha for all their acts of ommission and
commission.

They work as a team and swim or sink together.
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
